SAFEGUARDING ADULTS TEAM
The Safeguarding Adults Team is located within the Health, Housing & Adult Services Directorate of Sunderland City Council.

The Team is managed by the Safeguarding Adults Strategic Manager.
Although the Team is based within Adult Services, it has a multi-agency responsibility and represents partner agencies involved in Safeguarding Adults in the City of Sunderland.  The Team works in collaboration with the Sunderland Safeguarding Adults Board and the Board Sub Groups to ensure continued development and commitment to Safeguarding Adults in Sunderland.

The Team plays a major role in ensuring that Sunderland’s Safeguarding Adults Procedures are applied consistently, appropriately and effectively across the City.

The Team can be contacted, during normal working hours, for general advice and information on Safeguarding Adult issues in Sunderland, for more information about Sunderland’s Safeguarding Adults Procedures and for specific advice regarding safeguarding concerns.

The Safeguarding Adults Team comprises the following:
Safeguarding Adults Strategic Manager
The main role of the Safeguarding Adults Strategic Manager is to be the Strategic Lead for Safeguarding Adults work in Sunderland.  
The Safeguarding Adults Strategic Manager is responsible for taking a strategic role in promoting Sunderland’s Safeguarding Adults Procedures across all agencies and sectors within the City of Sunderland.  They will also engage with multi-agency stakeholders to maintain collaborative and effective working relationships to ensure all agencies contributions to Safeguarding.
The Safeguarding Adults Strategic Manager manages the Safeguarding Adults Team

Safeguarding Adults – Implementation Manager
The main role of the Implementation Manager is to oversee the implementation and development of systems and procedures for handling safeguarding allegations and the outcomes of investigations, ensuring Sunderland’s Safeguarding Adults Procedures are implemented appropriately.  

The Implementation Manager will also take a lead responsibility for maintaining up to date policies and procedures relating to Safeguarding.

The Implementation Manager acts as deputy for the Safeguarding Adults Strategic Manager

Safeguarding Adults Practitioners

There are three Safeguarding Adults Practitioners within the Safeguarding Adults Team.

The main role of the Practitioner is to support partner agencies in all aspects of implementing Sunderland’s Safeguarding Adults Procedures.

Practitioners will provide information, advice and support to all partners on issues relating to Safeguarding Adults in Sunderland.  They will ensure all aspects of document management in respect of safeguarding activity is processed and acted upon to safeguard adults at risk in Sunderland.
Practitioners will act as Safeguarding Managers in those cases that are complex or where there is a need for independent input.  They will provide advice and support to Safeguarding Managers from partner agencies.
